Personal Property  

This does not include Shenandoah County Taxes. Every resident of the town is required to file with the Shenandoah 

County Commissioner of Revenue a Personal Property Tax Tangible Form sometime between January 1st and March 1st 

of each year

 — Tax tickets are mailed out twice a year. The First half is mailed out around May 5 and are due June 5th. The second 

half is mailed out around November 5th and are due December 5th 

Taxes (Shenandoah County) 
Real Estate Assessments 

The last general reassessment of real estate was effective January 1, 2010. Real estate values are assessed at 100% fair 

market value. The tax rate is set annually by the County Board of Supervisors. The tax rate for 2010 is $.47 per hundred. 

Shenandoah County currently is billing on a semi-annual basis with taxes due June 5 and December 5, payable to Cindy 

A George, Treasurer.

As of January 1, 2000, Shenandoah County no longer taxes farm equipment or livestock.  

Initial tax bills on vehicle tax accounts with the office of the Commissioner Of Revenue will be billed semiannu-

ally with payments due June 5 and December 5.  

Personal property tax returns for vehicles and all other forms of personal property must be filed by February 1 

of each tax year. If you do not receive this form, it is your responsibility to notify the Commissioner of Revenue 

Office. Please call (540)459-6170.  

Vehicles registered in the County on January 1st of each year will be taxed.

The Shenandoah County Public Schools School District is located in Woodstock, VA and includes 10 schools that serve 
6,326 students in grades PK through 12.   

District Spending 

The Shenandoah County Public Schools School District spends $9,620 per pupil in current expenditures.  The district 
spends 67% on instruction, 30% on support services, and 3% on other elementary and secondary expenditures. 

District Student-Teacher Ratio 

The Shenandoah County Public Schools School District has 16 students for every full-time equivalent teacher, with the 
VA state average being 17 students per full-time equivalent teacher.   

District Student Information 

The Shenandoah County Public Schools School District had a grades 9-12 dropout rate of 3% in 2008.  The national 
grades 9-12 dropout rate in 2007 was 4.4%.   

In the Shenandoah County Public Schools School District, 13% of students have an IEP (Individualized Education Pro-
gram).  An IEP is a written plan for students eligible for special needs services.   

The Shenandoah County Public Schools School District serves 5% English Language Learners (ELL).  ELL students are in 
the process of acquiring and learning English Language skills.   

In the Shenandoah County Public Schools School District, 1% of students are migrant students.  Migrant students are the 

children of migrant workers and often relocate from school to school.
